change the rules for the additional Jackpot, formerly
known as the Calcutta. Below is an explanation, with
the original wording followed by the amended word-

ing. Direct all questions to Jay Cousins.

Existing Rules i Changes Effective January
2012

17. Jackpots: At the discretion of the tournament di-

rectors, a boat jackpot is held. A $20 entry

fee per boat is put into the jackpot. Entering the jack-

pot is at the option of the captain. The jackpot criteria

will be defined at the meeting prior to the tournament.

17.At the discretion of the tournament director, a
jackpot is held. A $10/20 entry fee is put into the
jackpot. Entering the jackpot is at the option of the
angler. The largest fish of the designated species
entered into the jackpot is the winner. The jackpot
criteria will be defined at the meeting prior to the
tournament.

20. Each tournament entrant may only enter one fish
in each of the approved categories.

20. Each tournament entrant may only enter one fish
in each of the approved categories. All other fish
caught by that entrant are to be disqualified, and may
not be used by other entrants.

Gulf sturgeons in the Suwannee River area that routinely
maim people. These prehistoric-looking fish have tough,
bony plates, and can grow to eight feet long and weigh
200 pounds.

Back in April, a boat was travelling about 15 mph and a 5
-foot sturgeon leapt into the boat. It crashed through the
windshield, into the Bimini top struts, and then it
crunched the engine cowling. Before being tossed over-
board, the fish did $2,300 in damage to the boat.

Al t hough the fish di dyedrbld
woman was cut by flying glass and went to the hospital
with minor injuries. The woman and her husband were
fortunate not to have sustained greater injury; another
woman received a broken leg in May and yet another
woman received serious injuries to her face in June.

That was the sixth such injury this year, and in my book,
these are not simple freak accidents. Just like lightning
strikes, these incidents happen with too much regularity
to classify them as anything but a legitimate danger to
boaters.

How doed ia baatert defgnd Hineself,agaiast s@ch occur-
rences? In the areas where sturgeon gather, the Florida
Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission recommends
slowing down to improve reaction time and wearing life
jackets. That advice seems like it would help protect you
from injuries caused by other fish as well. If struck in the
chest, a life jacket might soften the blow or keep you
afloat i f you were knocked
hearing about your leaping fish stories.
